Ministry Marketplace 
 Guidelines and Information 

 
The Oregon-Idaho Annual Conference Ministry Marketplace has been created to allow people to see 

something of the wide range of ministries and aids to ministry offered in, through, and beyond the 
boundaries of The United Methodist Church.  In order to meet this goal, the following policies and 

procedures have been established: 
 
1. All participants in the Ministry Marketplace must meet the requirements of one of the following 

categories: Oregon-Idaho Annual Conference organizations, including churches, districts, and 
Conference-related organizations; other United Methodist-related organizations at any level; or 
commercial organizations offering goods and/or services to churches.  Educational institutions 
must be United Methodist-related or certified by the General Board of Higher Education and 
Ministry of The United Methodist Church. 

 
2. All participants in the Ministry Marketplace must make application to the manager and receive 

written confirmation prior to setting up any displays at the event. 
 
3. All participants meeting the requirements of #1 and #2 above shall be offered space on a first -  

come, first - served basis.  Space options provided to participants at the Ministry Marketplace     
will be limited to a maximum of two tables at $10.00 each. 

  
4. All fees must be paid in full, (payable to Conference Treasurer), and sent to the AC Ministry 

Marketplace Manager with the application.  If the application is denied the fee will be returned. 
 
5. Selling merchandise at the Marketplace is prohibited. Commercial vendors may offer 

demonstrations and arrange business contacts, but the direct sale of merchandise or services by 
anyone participating in the Marketplace is prohibited. 

 
6. Participants must limit their displays and/or presentations to the area assigned to them and shall 

not do anything that interferes with the space of others.  This includes (but is not limited to) loud 
noises, intense odors, or aggressive debate. Any consumables to be offered must adhere to the 
regulations of the State Board of Health and the hosting facilities. 

 
7. All participants must have their display and/or presentation in place and ready for sharing not 

later than 8 a.m., June 13th.  Set up needs to be done the evening prior (June 12th). Please 
contact the Ministry Marketplace Manager if you unable to do this. All participants can remove 
their display and/or presentation any time after 5:30pm Friday, June 15th.  

 
8. All participants can be present at their table(s) at any time that the doors are open at the Hinkle 

Gym but we do expect you to have someone at the display table during these hours:
