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The Oregon-Idaho United Methodist Conference maintains a Peace with Justice Ministry because of committed Peace Advocates and Peace with Justice Covenant Congregations who are Christian witnesses for peace through:

· Bible study and  prayer

· studying issues locally and globally in light of the Gospel

· hands-on projects expressing love and concern 

· participating in community and national politics on behalf of peace and justice

· exploring ways to care for our environment 

Peace with Justice Congregations continuing their commitment: Jason Lee UMC-Salem, First UMC-Salem, First UMC-Portland, First UMC-Bend, First UMC-Corvallis, First UMC-Eugene, Morningside UMC-Salem, Christ’s Church-Monmouth, Trinity UMC-Portland, Tualatin UMC, and Tigard UMC.

The Oregon-Idaho Conference celebrates two new Peace with Justice Congregations:  Roseburg UMC and Fremont UMC-Portland.

Peace with Justice Ministry continues to be actively involved in saying no to new nuclear weapons, speaking out against the war in Iraq, and providing information about government spending—lifting up the budget as a moral document, and promoting The Theology of War and Peace Interactive Study designed by Methodists United For Peace and Justice.

The 2005 Peace with Justice Advent Booklet, Two Decades: Reflections of Lament and Hope, celebrated 20 years of publication and was shared with annual conferences across the nation. The booklet provided daily meditations during Advent, sharing stories and reflections from local churches and peace advocates.

Local churches contributed $8,512 to the Peace with Justice Sunday Special Offering.  The offering increased by almost $2,000 from 2004!  Fifty percent of the offering remains in the Oregon-Idaho Conference to provide mini-grants to assist local churches and others in their peace advocacy ministry.

Mini-Grants up to $500 were awarded to Creation Vacation Camps for scholarships, The Dorothy Patch/Nellie Thompson Human Rights Scholarship Fund for high school seniors, Oregon Peace Works for resourcing local churches with their Faith Values Presentations and Workshops focused around the budget as a moral document, Jason Lee UMC (Salem) for organizing an interfaith observance of the 60th bombing of Hiroshima at Salem Peace Plaza, Tualatin UMC for their organizing efforts in their witness against the war in Iraq, Corvallis First UMC for Non-Violence Training resources and materials, and to First UMC in Salem for scholarships to attend the Theology of War and Peace Conference.
